• In response to the disruption caused by the global COVID-19 pandemic, General Faculties Council approved the exceptional grading symbols of CP – COVID Pass and CF – COVID Fail for letter-

graded courses in the Winter 2020 semester and the Winter 2022 semester ONLY. Students were given the option to use their letter grade or opt into the CP/CF symbols for each letter-graded 
course. The CP/CF symbols are not used in the calculation of GPA.

• Effective Fall Semester 2017, credit-free occupational programs offered through the Faculty of Continuing Education and Extension are administered through Enrolment Services. Courses within 
these ministerially-approved programs are designated with prefi xes beginning with the letter ‘X’. These course are zero-credit courses that do not carry any credit value and are not included in 
the calculation of the semester of cumulative GPA. 

• Effective Fall Semester 2009, Required to Withdraw from a Program (RTW - Program) was replaced by Required to Withdraw (from the institution).
• Effective Fall Semester 2008, Academic Disqualifi cation was replaced by Required to Withdraw from a Program (RTW - Program).
• Effective Fall Semester 2005, credit-free academic upgrading courses are expressed as percentage grades, which are not included in the calculation of the semester or cumulative GPA.
• Effective Fall Semester 2004, Athabasca University grades are no longer included in the calculation of the semester or cumulative GPA.
• Effective Fall Semester 1994, courses numbered 0109 to 0199 are designated as credit-free academic upgrading courses that do not carry any credit value and are not included in the 

calculation of the semester or cumulative GPA.
• Course numbers ending in an alpha character are topics courses. The title of the course will vary based on the topic. These courses can be used multiple times for credit as long as the topic 

(alpha character) is different (e.g., INST 2730A and INST 2730B).
• Course numbers ending with a star indicate courses taken through a collaborative degree program (e.g., PSYC 381*).
• Course numbers beginning with an “A” designate Athabasca University sections of courses taught at Mount Royal (eg. NURS A326). For a complete academic record, an offi cial transcript must 

be obtained directly from Athabasca University.
